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Introduction
Given the need to draft the Administrative Instruction on minimum standards of public consultation in municipalities, the Ministry of Local Government Administration - MLGA has issued the Decision No. 02-608 dated 18/05/2018, as well as the supplementing decision No. 02-608/1 dated 01/08/2018 on the establishment of a working group for drafting the Administrative Instruction on minimum standards of public consultation in municipalities. 
This draft Administrative Instruction was drafted by the Working Group led by the Division for Policy Coordination within the Department for European Integration and Policy Coordination at the Ministry of Local Government Administration. The working group was composed of representatives from the MLGA, the DEMOS project, the GAP Institute and INPO.
This draft Administrative Instruction was finalized after the public and preliminary consultation process was held. The draft has been launched in the Government Platform for Public Consultation to enable all citizens and other stakeholders provide their comments. 

The public consultation was carried out in accordance with Regulation No. 05/2016 on Minimum Standards for Public Consultation Process. 

The progress of the consultation process
The draft Administrative Instruction on minimum standards of public consultation in municipalities was published, for consultation with the public, on the electronic consultation platform on 14 September 2018 and was open for comments until 04 October 2018. Pursuant to the Regulation on Minimum Standards for Public Consultation Process, the draft Administrative Instruction has been published together with the Consultation Document on the draft Administrative Instruction, which briefly presented the summarized information on the draft Administrative Instruction and the space for consultation, information on the steps after the end of the consultation process etc.

	TOPIC 2:  General Comments
	Kosovo Civil Society Foundation (KCSF) has analysed the draft Administrative Instruction minimum standards of public consultation in municipalities (hereinafter the draft Administrative Instruction). In accordance with its mission and scope, KCSF's comments focus on the part of addressing the principles and standards of civic participation as well as implementation approaches that are applicable regardless of the level of governance.

 

· In general, KCSF highly appreciates the initiative of the Ministry of Local Government Administration (MLGA) to draft a normative act defining minimum standards without the implementation of which the process of drafting municipal acts cannot be considered as properly done. If successful, this initiative addresses the KCSF's multiannual monitoring findings that conclude that the Law on Local Self-Government provides various instruments of citizen participation at the local level, including public consultations ... but the provisions in the secondary legislation are very vague and there is more room for interpretation.

· In order for the minimum standards to be considered as such and to be effective in implementation, they must be very specific, clear and distinct. However, the draft Administrative Instruction in its current form does not sufficiently define these standards, but it mainly contains principled provisions that prove the positive will for public consultation but do not provide clarity and distinctness of meanings, phases, deadlines and implementation mechanisms. This is noticed not only in the content of the draft Administrative Instruction but also in the Consultation Document, which does not contain any specific information on the draft Administrative Instruction and the drafting process neither additional information relevant to this draft Administrative Instruction.

· As such, the draft Administrative Instruction should be significantly advanced and define minimum standards in terms of definitions, phases, deadlines and implementation mechanisms, and then be submitted once again for public consultation. 
	Kosovo Civil Society Foundation – KCSF (04/10/2018) 
	Not accepted
	The minimum consultation standards set out in the AI are very specific. They are formulated as follows: 

1. The municipality ensures the publication of draft proposals on municipal official websites and in the Public Consultation Platform at the central level. 

2. Draft proposals that are subject to the public consultation should be clear and complete with all accompanying documents.

3. The municipality, for certain policies envisaged in the legislation in force, should ensure consultation, at the early phases of drafting, with stakeholders who are affected or are interested in directly affecting the decision-making process.

4. The municipality should provide enough time for the interested parties in the public consultation process.

5. The municipality is obliged to announce the results of the public consultation process, publish the report with all the proposals provided by the citizens, and provide the necessary explanations regarding the reasons for rejecting the requests of the citizens or other interested groups;

The implementation of these standards can be understood in the content of the provisions of this Administrative Instruction, listed as follows: general principles, minimum standards, consultation forms and techniques, municipal structures responsible for the process management, types of acts subject to the public consultation process, consultation phases, deadlines, communication of consultation results, oversight and reporting.



	TOPIC 3:  Preamble, Purpose of the Administrative Instruction, other comments.
	Purpose - This part is almost identical to the Government Regulation but adapted to the municipal level.

	Article 4 – Public Consultation Principles - This part is also the same. It also includes the titles of each principle. On the other hand, the Government Regulation does not include the titles.

	Principles may be similar, but the way they are worded varies.

	
	Article 5 - Implementation of standards of public consultation, point 1 - I think this should be more specific. I believe the goal is to create a consultation platform equal to what exists for the central level or to add a component on the local level to the existing platform. But this should be more specific. In no platform, whoever creates it, municipalities should be required to publish consultation documents.
	
	Partially accepted
	Creating electronic platforms was seen as one of the forms of public consultation at the local level. The governmental platform for public consultation is included as an obligatory form (in addition to the municipal website) after the recommendation of the Office of Good Governance.

	
	Article 5 - Implementation of standards of public consultation, point 2 - I think that the document to be consulted should be the draft prepared by the institution or the working group. This means it is in the final phase or has been approved by the internal stakeholders and is ready for public consultation. I'm not sure if they are clear about it. Selected stakeholders may be involved in the drafting process, such as the working group, but not necessarily before the consultation process starts. The drafting institution decides whether the expertise of external stakeholders is needed in the early phases of the (document) drafting process.

	The comment has been given without consulting all the contents of the Administrative Instruction.

	
	Article 5 - Implementation of standards of public consultation, point 3 - An exact minimum consultation time is required. The Government Regulation provides for at least 15 calendar days.

Deadlines are set out in Article 18 of the AI.

	Article 7 - Municipal bylaws for public consultation - In addition to the documents to be consulted, the AI should include exceptions, divided into two or more categories: Which documents should not be consulted and, In which cases some of the documents listed in Articles 6 and 7 are not required to be consulted. The AI should also clarify why some of these documents should not be consulted. For example, urgency etc.

	It is impossible to identify and rank in the AI the acts that are not subject to public consultation. The AI specifically defines the acts that must undergo this process.

	
	Article 9 - Duties and Responsibilities of the Officer for public consultation management - There is a difference between the Government system and the system presented here, which defines the duties and responsibilities of municipal mechanisms in the implementation and monitoring of PC standards. In this Administrative Instruction, the main role in managing the public consultation process is given to the Officer responsible for public consultation, a position which is equal to the position of the PC Coordinator at the Government level. I think that the responsible Officer should be appointed as PC Coordinator in order to avoid confusion between the role of the Coordinator and the role of the responsible/institutional Officer who manages the consultation of a specific document. His/her responsibilities should be similar to those of the PC Coordinator at the central level.

	Article 12 - Planning of the Public Consultations - There should be a distinction between the annual planning of consultations and the planning of consulting each consultation document. It seems that there is confusion between these two plans. For example, the annual PC plan should not (and cannot at this phase) include all the details and requirements of paragraph 3 of this article. (there are two paragraphs with number 3, I am referring to the second paragraph with number 3)

	The AI explicitly foresees the planning of consultations as the first phase that identifies all acts that should go through the consultation process in the next calendar year.

	
	Article 15 - Consultative Public Meetings, point 2 - Two weeks is a long time to notify the parties for the meeting as this causes unnecessary extension of the overall PC process. For example, Government Regulation provides for a term of 7 days. I think 7 days are enough.

	The Better Regulation Strategy for Kosovo recommends that public institutions should allow enough time for the interested parties in the public consultation process.

	
	Article 15 - Consultative Public Meetings, point 5 (second part) - I would recommend reviewing the responsibility of the Officer responsible for the specific document compared with the Officer responsible for public consultation. The reason is that the main responsibility for conducting the CP for a particular document such as planning, analysing and selecting stakeholders, scheduling meetings, gathering comments and addressing them should be the responsibility of the institution that is drafting a certain document. The officer responsible for the PC (as I would call it the Coordinator) should coordinate the whole process within an institution, give advice on the standards, and monitor their implementation.

	Comment:  The Draft Administrative Instruction is drafted in very general terms and leaves space for broad interpretation. This may require better interaction between municipalities and MLGA to ensure the proper implementation of the Administrative Instruction.

	The AI explicitly defines all public consultation procedures.

	
	Article 5:  Implementation of standards of public consultation - In order to increase citizen participation in decision-making processes at the municipal level, the public consultation is required to be organized at early phases of the drafting of draft documents, as regulated by Article 5.2.  However, the present Administrative Instruction does not explain how this is regulated and one may get the impression that public consultation should be done only for draft documents by not elaborating the early interaction.
We recommend:  the incorporation of an additional article explicitly explaining the procedure of public involvement in the early phases of drafting by ensuring partnerships with the public or interested parties from the beginning of drafting the documents. The latter (their representatives) should be included in the working groups for drafting the draft documents, draft proposals. 
	
	Accepted
	The comment has been taken into account and Article 19 has been added.

	
	Article 12: Planning of the Public Consultations - According to Article 12 of the Administrative Instruction, all draft proposals for public consultation should be planned in advance for the next calendar year, including the possible budgetary implications. However, it is more than obvious that it is impossible to plan all consultations on draft documents for the next calendar year. Ad-hock issues that require public consultation can always arise while the latter are not explicitly regulated by the Administrative Instruction. 

We recommend: the incorporation of an additional paragraph that regulates public consultation on ad-hock issues which has been impossible to be foreseen in the public consultation plan, including the possible budgetary implications.  
	
	Not accepted
	All the acts envisaged in the work plans of the Assembly and of the Executive, which undergo public consultation, should be timely identified and be part of the indicative plan of public consultations.

	
	Article 16:  Gathering, communicating and addressing the comments.  Article 16 regulates the issue of gathering and addressing comments, in which case, in a very broad way (great discretion), the right to accept or reject comments without explaining in detail the procedure and the comments’ eligibility criteria has been granted to the proposing body of the project proposal.
We recommend:  that during the comment analysis phase, more institutions and officials of other bodies be involved and not just the sponsoring body in cooperation with the official responsible for public consultation, thus avoiding the excessive discretion of the proposing body.
