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Brief summary regarding the Draft Administrative Instruction on Transparency in Municipalities ___________________________________________________________________________
The purpose of this Administrative Instruction is strengthening of transparency in the executive and legislative of the municipality and other municipal bodies for informing citizens and other groups of interest, as well as publishing documents that are in interest of the citizens.
Official documents authorizing the preparation of the Draft Administrative Instruction on Transparency in Municipalities

The legal basis for drafting the Draft-Administrative Instruction on Transparency in Municipalities is in the Law no.03/L-040 on Local Self-Government and Law no. 03/L-215 on access to public documents. 
   The main objectives aimed to be achieved by policy, the normative act of the Administrative Instruction on Transparency in Municipalities is to regulate the functioning of transparency in municipalities, citizen participation in decision-making, information of citizens and other interest groups, and publication of documents that are in the interest of citizens.
The purpose of the consultation
After drafting the initial draft by responsible official according to the Rules of Procedure of the Government, the draft was sent for preliminary consultation to all municipalities.  The consultation stage with the public through various methods including the electronic platform for public consultations and direct meetings with interest groups will include all institutions and categories of society, whether those with high impact or interest or those who due to their characteristics, may give a contribution for reviewing of the provisions of this draft law. 

The importance of the public and civil society organizations contribution

Contribution of the public or the civil society organizations, of internal and external experts as well as individuals, will be an important element in improving the quality of this Administrative Instruction for Transparency in Municipalities.
The topics of consultation as well as review of the provisions of the Draft Administrative Instruction on transparency in municipalities
Comments and recommendations for the Draft Administrative Instruction on Transparency in Municipalities may be given for each Article. 
Steps that should be followed after the consultation process 

After the finalization of the public consultation process, the Draft-Administrative Instruction on Transparency in Municipalities plans that the received contributions, should be reviewed each separately, by the working group. As a result of the work of reviewing the contributions and recommendations of the consultation the improved final draft of the Draft-Administrative Instruction on Transparency in Municipalities will be drafted, where it will draft the Consultation Report which will include information on the consultation process, the consulted parties, methods used during the consultation and detailed information about them, public participation in consultation process and comments received. The report will also provide information on each comment that has been taken into account, explanations and reasoning for each comment that has not been taken into account. The report will be accessible to the public within a short time, after the end of the consultation process and finalization of the Draft Administrative Instruction on Transparency in Municipalities.
